Why did Jesus need to ascend?

Acts 1:8 sets up the rest of the book/and the rest of history!

How is it possible for the disciples to do as Jesus commanded them?

How does vs 11 bring assurance to the disciples and spur them on whilst
Jesus is not physically with them? How could it bring comfort and hope
to people now?
