Jesus has ascended, and his followers are waiting in Jerusalem for the Holy 

Spirit to be sent.  

Vs 18-19 were not necessary for Peter to say to those present that day as they 

would all have known what happened to Judas Iscariot, but Luke includes an 

update here for us. Judas had betrayed Jesus, and all of them, but Peter 

recognises that this had to happen for scripture to be fulfilled (references 

Psalm 69:25 and 109:8)
