Study 1. The letters to the seven churches.
Discuss.

People have been waiting for Jesus to come back for over 2000
years. What is the likelihood that Jesus will return in our
lifetime? Explain your answer.

Read Rev 1:1-20.
As you read, what information can you gather about

a. The purpose of this letter

b. The author or authors

c. The recipients

d. The change of tone from verse 12 onwards. How is the
passage different from v 1-117

Historical background.

First century Christians suffered under the Roman rule. The
Roman emperor declared himself a god and threatened to
punish anyone who refused to worship him. Christians who
refused to do this were often executed or imprisoned. Within
this context God’s vision comes to John, as you read the
passage ask yourself two questions, firstly “how would non
believers respond to this pressure?”, secondly “how does this
vision encourage Christians to persevere under persecution?”

Verses 12-20

Can you describe what John is seeing ? (suggested activity -
draw a picture.)

What is the meaning of this vision? (V19-20)
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Split your group into pairs and give each pair one or two
of the following passages. (note : group 1 to ignore
passages with *)

Church of Ephesus 2:1-7, Church of Smyrna 2:8-11*

Church of Pergamum 2:12-17%*, Church of Thyatira 2:18-29%*
Church of Sardis 3:1-6*, Church of Philadelphia 3:7-13%*
Church of Laodicea 3:14-22%*

In your pairs, try to answer these questions. Share your
findings with the whole group and fill in the following table:

1. What is Good about the church
2. What is bad about the church
3. What is going to happen to the church.
